beautiful quilt  that is finished in a fraction of the time of a pieced quilt. What matters 
most is the pride and accomplishment of finishing a project and feeling a passion while 

you are doing it.

age for sale)  
¶ Seven 5ò squares 

¶ Three 1 -3/4ò sashing strips WOF 
¶ Two 2 -1/2ò binding strips WOF 

¶ Batting piece 10ò x 40ò 
 

Additional supplies required:  
¶ Sewing machine  

¶ Standard sewing supplies  
¶ Appliqué pressing sheet (Lisa will have these for sale)  

¶ Pressing surface and iron (guild has some for class, bring your own if possible)
