
KAFFE FASSETT PANEL 
 Linear Measurement must be no smaller than 96” and no larger than 270”.   (This would be the measurement of 

the length of all 4 sides added together) 
 The fabric may be used in any way you wish but MUST be recognizable. 
 A 4” hanging sleeve must be attached. 
 The quilt should be three layers, a top, a batting, and a backing. 
 This quilt will remain the possession of the entrant. 
 

WINTER HOLIDAY PANEL 
 Linear Measurement must be no smaller than 192” and no larger than 350” (This would be the measurement of 

the length of all 4 sides added together) 
 The fabric may be used in any way you wish but MUST be recognizable. 
 A 4” hanging sleeve must be attached. 
 The quilt should be three layers, a top, a batting, and a backing. 
 This quilt will be donated to a children’s/family facility for the holidays. 
 This quilt will be judged at no cost to the maker. 
 

FAIRY GODMOTHER QUILT 
 This quilt must be made according to the directions received from www.paperpanache.com 
 This quilt should be three layers, the top, a batting, and a backing. 
 A 4” hanging sleeve must be attached  
 A 3” x 3” photograph of the maker must be submitted with the quilt. 

 

PRESIDENT’S CHALLENGE—NAME THAT TUNE 
This challenge is to create a quilt that illustrates a popular song. The goal is to make the song easily recognizable; not 
to stump the viewer! For example, a cake with candles would immediately bring the song “Happy Birthday” to mind. 
  

Rules: 
 Draw a song name from a prepared list of titles. Candy will keep a master list. If you 
        don’t like the title you draw, please draw again. This is not supposed to hurt! 
 

 You may not use any symbols – this includes letters, numerals, punctuation, arrows, 
        etc. – to help illustrate your song. 
 

 The quilt must be 3 layers: top, batting and backing. Quilt must be quilted, not tied. 
 

 Quilt must be a single unit and may not be framed with wood, metal, etc. 
 

 The quilt must be between 30” and 60” in width and between 30” and 60” in length. 
 

 Each individual can stitch and/or quilt only one quilt for this challenge. 
 

 Deadline is the March, 2012, CPQG daytime meeting. Voting will be held during the 
       March daytime and April evening meetings. 
 

 The 8 quilts that earn the most votes will be entered in the August 2012 AQS Show in 
        Grand Rapids, Michigan. Every quilt entered in this CPQG challenge is eligible to 
        hang in a special exhibit at the CPQG September 2012 show.
