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From the desk of Candy Horsley ‘

Members of Coastal Prairie, we have a problem. Actually, we have a potential problem. Now that I
have your attention, let me back up some.

It is very obvious, both by attendance and comments, that members of this guild want speakers
with name recognition. We want speakers whose books we have read, whose patterns we have pur-
chased, whose quilts we recognize. The good news is that some of these speakers live in the Houston
area. The bad news is that most of these speakers don’t live in the Houston area. Paying for trans-
portation and housing can more than double the speaker/teaching fee of our programs and work-
shops. The only way we can afford this quality of speaker is for our revenues to increase.

For this reason, I am asking every member of this guild to bring a new member to our guild. We
need to increase our membership to 300 members. Make our visitors feel welcome, invite your
friends to a meeting, pass out our flyers. Enthusiastic members are the best way to grow a guild.
And be sure to pat Michelle Hudson on the back. She has brought four!! new members to the guild.

Some fantastic news! Sara Miller’s, Paula Barnes’s, and Jodi Barrow’s workshops were well at-
tended. Herb Morehead’s workshop has a waiting list. We must continue this level of participation
all year long.

A quick lesson in ‘Guild Finances 101" — most teachers charge a flat rate for workshops and if the
workshop isn’t full, they still get their fee. We budget workshops as a ‘break even’ item in our
budget. This means we don’t plan to make money from workshops, but neither can we afford to lose
money on them. I am asking every member of this guild to plan to attend two workshops this year.
Remember — a waiting list is a very good thing!

I will be addressing additional ways to increase our revenues in future articles, and I am preparing a
handout for you to take home with suggestions to help Coastal Prairie grow and prosper.
