Barn Block Challenge

1. Barn must be red fabric; sky must be blue fabric; everyone must use this block pattern for their barn block.

You pick any block you want for your barn block. If your block has a name please let everyone know the

name.
2. Please acknowledge if you are going to participate

3. The deadline for the blockis FEBRUARY /e, TOIZ .

Barn Block
Goes Here!

12 %” Unfinished Square

Make a 6 %” unfinished barn block of your choice.
Now you need to put your 6 %” barn block on the barn!

To make the barn:

*From the red fabric cut:
1-4 %" x 12 %” rectangle
2-3 %" x 8 %” rectangles
1-2%" x6 %" rectangle
*From the blue fabric cut:
2-7" squares

Sewing the barn:
1. Place the 7” square on the left side of the red 4 %” x 12 %" rectangle right sides together , matching the upper
left corners and left sides. Draw a line starting at the right corner of the blue square and to the bottom left
corner of the red rectangle. See diagram. Sew on drawn line. Trim excess fabric and press toward blue.

2. Place the 7” square on the right side of the red 4 %" x 12 %" rectangle right sides together , matching the upper
right corners and right sides. Draw a line starting at the left corner of the blue square and to the bottom right
corner of the red rectangle. Sew on drawn line. Trim excess fabric and press toward blue.

Squareto 4 %" x 12 %”.
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3. Sew the red 2 %" x 6 %" rectangle to the bottom of your 6 %4” barn block. Press toward red rectangle.

Press

4. Sew a red 3 %" x 8 %" rectangle to each side of the unit from step 3. Press to red rectangles.

5. Sew the unit from step 2 to the top of unit from step 4. Press to top. Square to 12 4"
